
Configuring an IBM X-Architecture compute node’s settings using IBM 
Advanced Settings Utility (ASU)  

Prerequisites: 
• One IBM Flex System Enterprise Chassis, one IBM X-Architecture compute node 

Steps:

1. Use the show command to access the integrated management module (IMM) or unified 
extensible firmware interface (UEFI) using the ASU.  You can specify UEFI or IMM.  You will need 
the IP address of the IMM for this step.  The command in the following figure shows the UEFI 
settings:
